This stage is through Cumbrian countryside rarely seen
by visitors and looks deceptively easy compared to other
more upland stages. In between the picturesque village
of Caldbeck, Dalston and the bustling city of Carlisle is
a generous helping of old bridges, stiles and gates. The
trail keeps largely to woodland and farmland paths and
tracks alongside the winding course of the River Caldew.

Carlisle Tourist Information Centre
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Tips
Fit in a short detour to the remains

of the Howk Bobbin Mill on the edge
of Caldbeck.

If pressed for time, there is a train
service between Dalston and Carlisle.

The 17th century market cross (in
front of Carlisle’s TIC) marks the
trail’s northern end.

Citadel railway station is only 5
minutes walk from the city centre.

Carlisle Carnival is held in early July.

together the historical jigsaw.
Guided walking tours get you
into other interesting corners and
the Hadrian’s Wall Bus, which
will whisk you out to the nearest
